Check that the frame is clean and that the inside is well lubricated. All Lycron parts
must be lubricated carefully with MCT Brattberg lubricant. Place the compression
plate in the centre so that the Lycron rubber is pushed upwards between the
compression plate and the frame. The seal must not be subjected to pressure for at
least 48 hours after installation. This is to allow the pressure to equalise throughout
the penetration. It will take more time for the pressure to equalise at temperatures
below 20°C.

Note: If the installation is subjected to pressure, all components must be replaced
after removal and refitting.
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
